CALL TO ORDER - The Genesee City Council met in regular session on June 19, 2012. Mayor

Bill Newbry spoke with Council concerning the vacate property on Chestnut Street. PNW wiill
be leasing this property ( old Asgrow building) for 1-3 years with the plans of purchasing it
after that. Until the purchase has taken place, the vacate request will be on hold.

Roger Falen spoke with Council about the city right of way on Ingle Street. It was decided the
property owners on both sides of Ingle Street would be able to use the city’s property, each
property using the 2 that adjoins their property, as long as everyone shared this right of way
in an orderly manner.
