CALL TO ORDER - The Genesee City Council met in regular session on December 16, 2014.
Mayor Steve Odenborg called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Al Krick reported the results from the survey conducted by the State Department of Education
on the safety at the school. This survey took place last November and lasted 3 days. It covered
internal and external safety protocol and the results came back at 100% approval. The school
is satisfied with the current procedures and there are currently no caution flags.

The parking bumpers at the school will
be purchased by the School and hopefully will be installed by a Senior student for their Senior
Project. Ryan would like to look into putting a drop off/pick up zone in the north part of the
school park.

Edie McLachlan- Water and Sewer-The work on the manholes in Becker’s field has been
completed.
